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A WATER CONSERVATION CAMPAIGN IN EGYPT

Egypt normally gets less than one inch of rain for the whole year.  Therefore, the River Nile is their only source of water.  Approximately 85% of the water used is for irrigation of farm land.  John Woods, OLLI board member, created and managed a $20 million US Agency for International Development project to establish a Water Communication Unit (WCU) in the Ministry of Irrigation and Water.  The four year project trained and guided the WCU staff to design and implement a scientifically based national communication campaign to encourage farmers to reduce their water consumption.  John was Director, the WaterCOM program at Chemonics International Consulting Company where he worked with water projects throughout the world.  He will present the successful Egyptian campaign as a case study and will be able to explain water projects in other countries.
