“Sustainable Water Management”
Sustainable Water Management has a different meaning depending on your perspective: water managers, commercial/industrial consumers, and domestic consumers all view water resources differently and perspectives vary depending on whether you are in the developed or developing world.  Fresh water is increasingly scarce on our planet and is being stressed through mega-trends like population growth, urbanization, climate change, increased energy demands, emerging pollutants, and others.  New responses to these challenges include viewing wastewater not as a waste, but as a resource for nutrients, energy, and as a source of reclaimed water.  Shifts in water management, from a centralized management and treatment system to decentralized approaches also presents possibilities for more sustainable water management.
